Mrangi Project Overview

ÅThe Mrangi project area contains major shear zone gold systems which form
a gold-bearing corridor of over 1.5km long and over 0.5km wide.

ÅTZM is developing drill targets of these systems. It is optimistic following
recent sampling results.

ÅGeochemical results indicate presence of gold in deformed rocks, small-
scale mines/pits, trenches and outcrops.

ÅSampling returned gold values of up to 12.6g/t.

ÅSoil geochemical sampling returned gold values of up to 261ppb defining an
anomaly of over 1.5km long.

ÅTrench results show presence of mineralized structures and style of
mineralization at an outcrop scale that demonstrates the presence of
mineralized crosscutting features that controls mineralization similar as
BarrickôsNorth Mara Mine which has ~5.1MOZ.

Mrangi License Details

ÅTZM has 100% holdings in the property.

ÅThe license area is located on QDS 11/4 in the Musoma

District, Mara Region.

ÅThe property area is about 50-kilometres southwest of

Musoma Township.

ÅDirectly adjacent to the former Phoenix mine.

ÅThere are small scale mining activities in the license

area.

ÅNo existing Primary Mining Licenses on the license area.



Mrangi Geology, Structure and Mineralization

ÅThe Mrangi Licence area is underlain by upper greenschist to lower-
amphibolite facies granitoid-greenstone sub-terranes traversed by
crustal-scale and related subsidiary structures.

ÅThe latter have been hypothesized to control the primary gold
mineralization in the area.

ÅIn the artisanal working zone, mapped and interpreted tight fold
closures and sporadic rock anomalies were thought to be related to
mineralized shears zones coincident with areas of major structural
intersections, between the northwest ïsoutheast trending crustal-
scale and east-northeast to east-west trending subsidiary structures.

ÅThe artisanal working zone covers a 4-kilometre trend along the
strike of these NE subsidiary structures.

ÅSamples from various outcrops and artisanal workings have shown
that gold is hosted in quartz veins, as well as the sheared, carbonate
altered and sulphide mineralized basalt c.f. 12.6g/t Au.



Mrangi ïGold Soil Geochemistry



Current Status

ÅTZM has compiled and synthesized historical survey data

from previous explorers.

ÅTZM completed extensive follow up geophysical,

geochemical and geological mapping.

ÅTZM has identified a significant gold-in-soil anomaly

hosted in greenstones and BIF, returning high gold

values up to 261 ppb in the central parts of the project.

ÅTrenches were excavated covering zones with structural

complications which tally with soil anomalies, results

show presence of mineralized structures with up to 7g/t

Au.



Future Programme

ÅTZM has increased its trenching programme to fully test

the strike extent of mineralisation beneath the Mbuga soil

and latelite cover in the central area where early soil

results were encouraging for follow-up work.

ÅTZM will also test the reefs in the area in late November

2010 by RC and DD drilling.

ÅDrilling programme will target reefs which are extending

from the adjoining properties to the east/Phoenix mine.



KATARIO (Mrangi East)

ÅThe HQ-P17812 license is located in Musoma District, Mara Region.

ÅThe property is covering parts of Musoma-Mara Greenstone Belts underlain
by intermediate-mafic volcanic rocks and banded iron formation (BIF).

ÅThe property is at exploration stage and it is in close proximity to Katario
Mine stated to be hosting gold deposit in excess of 300,000oz.

ÅSmall-scale mines/workings surround the license area.

Å Initial work by TZM shows that the license area host viable mineralization
potential and exploration work continues to increase its value.

ÅThe property is located in favorable structural setting for large gold deposits
in greenstone terrains.

ÅRegional magnetic data interpretation is completed and landsat image have
been acquired and geophysical structural investigation is happening to
determine main structural controls and identify new targets for drilling.

Å Initial results show pervasive silica, carbanate and sulphide high values.
